The Church ministers every
day to orphans whose parents were victims of
HIV/AIDS, to tens of thousands of refugees,
and to victims of war and extreme poverty.
These are all common problems facing the
people of Africa.

In just three short
years, between 2004 and 2007, membership
grew by nearly 21 million. Faith and a strong
Church presence help sustain people in need.
