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SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT
AND WORLD PEACE

T he Department of Social Development
and World Peace (SDWP) receives
a portion of the Collection for

the Church in Latin America to fund its
engagement in public issues of concern to

the Church in Latin America, including
foreign aid, debt relief, human rights, religious
freedom, just trade relations, the Colombian
peace process, and the Cuban embargo.

Some of the department’s activities in
2006 included

n  Haiti: The USCCB supported legislation
to promote economic development in
the poorest country in the hemisphere
through trade preferences. With the help
of extensive advocacy from the Catholic
community, Congress passed the Haitian
Hemispheric Opportunity through
Partnership Encouragement (HOPE) Act
of 2006. Experts estimate that the bill
will create many thousands of direct and
associated service jobs.

n  Debt Relief: The USCCB worked
vigorously to support implementation
of the decision by the G8 nations to
cancel 100% of the debt owed by Heavily
Indebted Poor Countries (HIPCs) to
international financial institutions
and focused on expending this relief,
including debt owed to the Inter-
American Development Bank (IDB). The
USCCB worked closely with Congress
on a bill cancelling IDB debt and urging
the U.S. Treasury to expand the list of
eligible countries. The Administration
has supported cancellation of debt owed
the IDB by Honduras, Nicaragua, Bolivia,
Guyana, and Haiti.

n  U.S.-Colombian Free Trade Agreement
(FTA): Based upon concerns expressed
to a USCCB delegation visiting
Colombia, the USCCB pressed for
changes in U.S. trade policies with that
country to support enforceable worker
and environmental protections.

n  Peru’s Mining and Natural Resources:
Indigenous communities along the route
of a pipeline for natural gas extraction
in the Peruvian Amazon have been
uprooted and have not benefited from
the profits generated. In union with
the Peruvian Bishops’ Conference, the
USCCB monitors the situation and
advocates with the IDB for an equitable
distribution of the benefits of natural
resource exploration.

n  Democracy and Human Rights:
A USCCB delegation to Venezuela
consulted with Church leaders regarding
changes taking place in that society.
U.S.-Venezuela relations are an important
test of solidarity. Venezuelan initiatives
that may limit the Church’s freedom
to exercise its ministry require ongoing
attention. Freedoms of the press and
of political expression are fundamental
rights that must be respected.

In the spirit of Ecclesia in America, SDWP
shares, applies, and acts upon the Church'’s
social teaching on public concerns of the
Church in Latin America and the Caribbean.

In 2006 the Department of Social Development
and World Peace’s portion of the Collection for
the Church in Latin America was $415,845, or
approximately 5.5%.
